To be in good standing, a 
member must be current in required annual dues or shall be a current Honorary Member or Lifetime 
Member . Voting Privileges shall be extended to all members in good standing.  
  
  
Article III Section 6 Proposed Verbage: 
Section 6: Honorary  and Lifetime Memberships:   Honorary and Lifetime memberships may be 
bestowed upon any individual with a unanimous vote by the Board of Directors and are exempted from 
dues. Honorary memberships may be granted for any period of time as directed by the Boar d. Lifetime 
memberships are non -expiring.   Honorary and Lifetime memberships are subject to all the provisions 
of Article III with the exception of Section 3 and Section 5 subparagraph (a).

The Winners!  

“The Hill” The Guardians !
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The Colorado Grand (www.coloradogrand.org) is a 1000 mile tour around Colorado in 
exquisite vintage and rare cars.  Only the rarest of the rare (read: expensive) are invited to 
attend.  The event is billed as a charity fundraiser as proceeds from the drive are donated to 
a variety of worthy causes around Colorado.  To date, the Colorado Grand has raised over 2 
million dollars.  Dick Mathews was selected after his 3rd year of application due to a 
cancellation by a previously confirmed participant.  Dick qualified with his 1957 Bristol-
powered AC Ace.  The car has an extensive racing history, including over 30,000 miles on 
the track.  Dick has owned the car since 1971 and has put many of those miles on himself.  That equates to 7500 laps at 
Elkhart Lake! 
 
The tour (which was billed in the promo materials as a rally) started in Vail, continued on the beautiful, scenic back-roads of 
Colorado for 4 days, and returned to Vail.  The participants are “escorted” by the elite Motorcycle Corps of the Colorado State 
Patrol, whose “Widows and Children’s Fund” is (not coincidentally) the principle recipient of funds raised by the Colorado 
Grand.  Since the tour participants are escorted, occasional “exercising” of the cars is tolerated.  A new-drivers’ meeting the 
evening before described the 4 principle “rules of the road”.  Close to town - Slow down; Double Yellow – Keep it Mellow; 
Big, Yellow & Bright – Be Extra Polite (School Buses); &  If the Cops don’t wave – Don’t be Brave.  We hit 110mph on a 
long open straight through the desert on day 3 and were passed by 2 Jaguar D-Types like we were standing still. 
 
The scenery in Colorado is indescribable.  We saw all the seasons often in just one day.  
We went from beautiful fall-like weather, to snow in the passes, to blazing summer in the 
deserts and invigorating spring showers.  Overall, the weather was spectacular and not one 
day was undriveable.  Participants were encouraged to keep the tops down and not wash 
the cars.  We abided by the first rule, but broke the latter on the 2nd day. 
 

Our route took us 300 miles on the first day from Vail  (elev. 7400’) to Telluride , (elev. 
10,500’).  The second day, we had a short one from Telluride to Durango (elev. 7500’) 
with only 104 miles.  Just as well, as the Bristol was NOT liking the high altitude of 
Telluride; and we spent about 3 hours that morning and 2 hours the previous evening 
playing with everything to get it to run.  We skipped lunch and went right through to 
Durango, sputtering and coughing most of the day.  Day 2 took us past Red Mountain pass 
(elev. 11,018) and snow on the windscreen.  Just as we 
crested the pass, one of us had to make a “pit stop” in the 
woods and one of us had to wait in the car getting 

snowed on.  I’ll let you guess who got to sit with the car.  Day 3 was a big day again with 
almost 300 miles from Durango to Crested Butte (elev. 9500’) The car ran better on this 
day as we were at lower elevations and we were able to have a ‘little fun’ with the throttle.  
Day 4 dawned cold and crisp with frost on the cars and only 28 degrees.  This day, we 
would return to Vail and would log another 300 miles on the odometer.  That is, if it was 
working (ours wasn’t).  We had time after lunch to stop and photograph some of the other cars on the tour from some great 
vistas.  Lunch each day was hosted by the local car club or women’s auxiliary or some other organization, and the whole town 
would show up to greet us.  In Salida, the High School Band greeted us as we arrived in the town square!   
 
Overall, the event was superbly run with full -time mechanics on 24 hour call, “sag wagons” for disabled vehicles, loaner cars 
(new Mercedes SLK’s) if needed, and open bars, and lots of food.  The 75 cars were the rarest of the rare, the crème de la 
crème; and included everything from AC to Zagato.  Jaguar had the best showing with 17 cars.  The guidebook has a full 
description and photo of each of the entered cars and their drivers.   This was a once-in-a-lifetime experience, and I’d like to 
thank Dick Mathews for including me in his plans. I have many photos and stories to tell, and there’s not enough room here to 
tell them all.
