TheLastLeMan$-IeaIey by Curt Carlson

Thelastentryin LeMansto bearthe Healeynameleft the pits in the afternoonof June13", 1970. This carwas
basedon the chassiddesignhedby Donald and Geoff for the 1969 Healeyentry to the raceandwasdriven by
RogerEneverand Andrew Hedges. Both Mr. EneverandMr. Hedgeswere successfuBMC driversandhad
won manyralleysandracesaroundEuropein otherBritish makes. They wereespeciallywell known for their
wins in variousMG’s in the 1960's.

Poweredby a RepcodetunedFormulal V-8, the engineperformedwell through out mostof therace.The
Healeyentryfinished 264 lapsin 23 hoursandchangewhenthe carfinally gaveup. Therehadbeensomeminor
problemsandskirmisheswith othercarswhich setthembackearlyin therace,butthe carwasbattling backand
was running 14" overall whentheignition systemfailed in the lasthour andthelastlap. The racewaswon 1%
2" 3" by Porsche. Incidentally, the filming of the SteveMcQueenMovie “LeMans” wasshotduring the 1970
race,andfootageof the lastHealey entry canbe seenin thefinal cut. This original photo,waspurchased
recentlyby Curt Carlsonandnow residesin the Healeyroomin the southwing of his homein Minneapolis.
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HealeyBrake Caliper Rebuild

Curt Carlson- Strictly British, Hudson,Wisconsin
| recentlyconvertedmy Healey100to featurea front disk brakesetupfrom a
BT7. During this procedure] thoroughlyrebuilt the entire front suspension,
steering,andbraking systemoff of the car prior to installation. This included
cleaning,inspecting,andrebuilding the kingpins, fulcrum pin, bushings,
trunnionassemblyfront hubs,bearings,andbrakecalipers.

Many peoplehavea difficult time rebuilding brakecdipers. Sincel've done
this now sovery manytimesfor clients, | thoughtl could shedsomelight onthe
process.It's really notsodauntingif oneis diligent aboutcleanlinessandif
oneexercisescareduring the reassemblyprocess.

1. Thoroughlydisassembl@ndcleanthe brakecalipers. To dothis, | use
anair compressoanda blow gunto “pop” the“pucks” or pistonsout
of the brakecalipers. Forceair throughthe holein the caliper assembly
wherethe flexible brakehosefits. Be carefulnotto getyour fingers
anywherenearthe caliper andcoverit with a cloth to control the
pistonsastheyfly out. Brakefluid mayalsobereleasedsoa cloth will
containthis awayfrom the paint on your car. Oncethe pistonsareout,
removethe old rubbersealsandreinsertthe pistonsbackinto the
calipers. Tapethe pistonsinto the calipersor insertawood block to >
retainthe unsealedpistonsin the calipers. Coverthe bleederscrewand |
the input hole for the flex line andsandblasthe caliper. The piston
will protectthe caliperinternalsduring sandblasting. Thoroughlyclean
the calipersagainusingalcoholto removeany sandblastingesidueand
dust. We usea partscleanerfilled with isopropylrubbingalcoholfor
brakeandclutch parts.

2. Lightly coattheinside of the cleanedbrakecaliperwith alittle red
rubberbrakegrease(seeFigure 1). Do this especiallyin the 2" groove
for the sealandthefirst groovefor the rubberdustboot.

3. Carefullyinsertthe newsealinto the 2" groovein the caliper. The
first groove(nearthe inner edgeof the caliper) is for theridge onthe
dustboot.

4. Lightly coattheinside of the new sealwith red rubbergreasesothe
pistonmay slide pastit gently.

5. Feedtheridge endof the dustbootontothe brakepiston startingfrom
the outeropenedgeof the piston(the endwith the groovefor the dust
boot). (seeFigure 2)

6. Continuesliding the dustbootdownthe pistonuntil the first edge(with
theridge) falls off theinner (closed)edgeof the piston.. (seeFigure 3)
Theridge of the dustbootfeedsinto thefirst slotin the brakecaliper.
Thetrailing edgeof the dustboothasno ridge andwill feedinto the
groovedend of the pistononcethe pistonis fully insertedinto the
caliper.

7. Carefully insertthe dustbootridge into the dustbootgroovein the
caliperwhile supportingthe attachedbrakepistonabove. Oncethe dust
boothasseatedn thefirst groovein the caliper, beginlightly rocking
andpressingthe pistondowninto the caliper. (seeFigure 4) The
pistonwill slide pastthefirst sealof the dustbootandthis will provide
somealignmentfor the pistonasyou further guideit downinto the Figure 5
caliper pastthe sealin the secondgroove.

8. Continueto rock andgently work the pistondowninto the caliper. Be careful;if you
work the pistoninto the caliperwith too muchforce, you risk shearingthe sealagainst
the caliper like a scissorsandthe pistonwill notsealandwill leak brakefluid. Use
gentleforce andpressureanda rocking motionto movethe pistondowninto the
caliper. (seeFigures 5 and 6)

9. Repeatsteps3 through8 until all four pistonsareinsertedinto the calipers.

10. Install the caliper on the spindleandkingpin assemblywith new pads,pins, andclips.
Bleedthe brakesandinspectfor leaks.
